RESOLUTION #2018-14
THE DEVELOPMENT OF AN ADDITIONAL LOCK

WHEREAS, the Soo Locks are a vital economic contributor, not just for Michigan, but for
the entire U.S. Economy as well. Currently, there are only two locks that are currently being
utilized for shipping which are the Poe and MacArthur. The 49-year-ols Poe Lock is in need
of repair and the MacArthur Lock’s size is not suitable for modern freighters to pass through,
and;

WHEREAS, closing the Poe Lock would cause a negative economic impact of $160 million
within a 30-day span, and;

WHEREAS, a shutdown of the Locks would result in the halt of the North American
automotive production with a matter of weeks, and;

WHEREAS, the Soo locks (out of 196 locks) is ranked number one in its significance to
the economy and saves approximately $3.5 billion in costs for transportation each year,
and;

WHEREAS, having the Locks closed for even six months would result in 11 million jobs
being lost, and;

WHEREAS, the locks are a critical pathway to ship national resources such as iron ore
and agricultural products critical to the economic vitality of the Upper Peninsula of

Michigan that are exported nationally and internationally, so;

THEREFORE, building a new lock, in addition to the Poe Lock, would allow for more efficient and
redundant transportation opportunities;

BE IT RESOLVED, that the Alger County Board of Commissioners supports the development and the
funding of the twinning of the Poe Lock as soon as possible.

As a CRPS/RSD sufferer and on behalf of others who do sufferer from this neurological
disorder in Muskegon County, Ml this event is a great way to spread awareness through our
community. | am requesting a proclamation to have Muskegon County recognize November 5,
2018 as “COLOR THE WORLD ORANGE" .This is an amazing way to spread awareness
locally, nationally, and globally.

The fifth-annual Color The World Orange™, aimed at spreading awareness of complex
regional pain syndrome (CRPS), also known as reflex sympathetic dystrophy (RSD), is Nov. 5,
2018. Held globally on the first Monday of November each year, the event seeks to bring
attention to this poorly understood pain disorder.

On Nov. 5, supporters around the world will wear orange and host events to spread awareness

of CRPS/RSD, as well as raise funds to support research of this debilitating condition.

More than 70 buildings, bridges and landmarks around the world have agreed to turn orange for
Color The World Orange™ including Niagara Falls, the Wrigley Building in Chicago, the CN
Tower in Toronto and Blackpool Tower in Blackpool, England.

The easiest way to get involved is to wear orange and post a picture to social media with the



hashtag: #CRPSORANGEDAY.

“Color The World Orange™ was started in 2014 to bring awareness to a debilitating pain
condition that too few people know about or understand,” the Color The World Orange™ team
said. “We hope this day, the fifth-annual Color The World Orange ™, will allow all those affected
by CRPS/RSD to join together and show the world that while we are in pain, we are strong.”

The fourth-annual Color the World Orange in 2017 was the largest yet with more than 100
buildings, bridges and landmarks around the world lit orange to spread awareness including
Niagara Falls, the fountains in Trafalgar Square in London, the Mercedes-Benz Superdome in
New Orleans and five Billboards in Times Square, New York.

About Complex Regional Pain Syndrome:

CRPS/RSD is a chronic condition characterized by continuous, intense pain, often described as
burning, that is out of proportion to the severity of the initial injury.

County Contract

Amount received from the County Contract in 2017 only covered 43% of what it takes to operate the
shelter humanely and properly.

Current County Contract Amount: $235k

Average Intake: 1,200 dogs

Animal Care Costs
The majority of costs incurred for the animals occurs within the first 4-7 days primarily due to the

followtng:

- Required immunizations
- Medical care, i.e. hit by car, mange, gun shot, iliness, lacerations, etc.

if a pet is euthanized upon intake due to a medical issue, the pet owner may have a legal standing if they
were unable to be consulted in the decision.

After the first 7 days, the cost to care for the animal is typically very minimal.

Services Provided by Pound Buddies:

- Abuse and court cases - Transfer to other shelters with space - Quarantined Animals
- Animal Control - 911 Emergency Calls - Hoarding Cases
- Basic Animal Care - Spay & Neuter Programs - Adoption

Michigan Animal Shelter Budgets & Intake for 2017

Kent County: $2.3m, Intake of 3,639 cats and dogs combined (more than 60% were cats in 2016)
Harbor Humane: $1.1m, Intake of 605 dogs, 1,518 cats {+ transfer in of 600 dogs, 30 cats)
Berrien Springs: $755k, Intake of 2,390 cats and dogs combined (average of 40% dogs, 60% cats)
Pound Buddies: $190k, intake of 1,009 dogs

Mandatory Building Repairs

A new roof, not a repair, is required immediately. According to a report from Facilities Management in
2015, the roof needed iotai replacement immediately, along with other building repairs, with an
estimate of $100k.

HVAC must be replaced since repair is not possible.

Ongoing plumbing and electrical issues must also be addressed.

The current state of the building is unsafe for staff, volunteers and the public.

Contract Term

Pound Buddies has been willing to implement a capital campaign to fund a new, or newly renovated
building. Although, major donors are unwitling to donate to an organization that only holds a short-term
contract.
