STATE GAME AREAS

GENERAL RULES

R 299.331. State lands, unfawful acts,

Rule 1. (1) On state lands other than state parks and recreation areas, it is unlawfut for any person

to do any of the following:

(a) Enter, use, or occupy the lands for any purpose when they are posted against such entry, use,
ar occupancy, as ordered by the Director of the Department of Natural Resources,

(b) Camp in one location during any calendar year for more than 15 days from May 1 to Labor
Day or for more than 20 days from Labor Day to May 1 without proper written permission. if a
camp location is changed during a calendar year, the new camp shall be established at least
1/2 mile from the previous camp,

(c) Store or leave a boat, fish shanty, camp equipment, or other property for more than 15 days
without proper written permission,

{d) Use state lands or facilties as a place to dispose of refuse, rubbish, trash, or garbage without
praper written permission, This does not apply to refuse or garbage resulting from lawfuf uses
of state lands, which shall be placed in proper receptacles or buried.

{e) Move, remave, destroy, mutiiate, or deface posters, notices, signs, or markers of the
Department of Natural Resources or of any other agency of the govemment,

() Post, place, or erect signs; to place or distribute advertising material; to erect a fence or
barvier; to construct or occupy improvements or to enclose the lands without proper written
permission,

(g) Use the lands for a business or commercial purpose without proper written permission,

(h) Destroy, damage, or remove any state property, living tree or shrub, planted grasses, or other
vegetation without proper written permission. This does not apply to the picking and removal
of mushrooms, berries, and other edible fruits and nuts and those wild flowers the removal of
which is not made unlawful by statute.

() Obstruct any road or trail in a manner that hinders pubhc access to the lands without proper
written permission,

() Use or operate any wheeled motorized vehicle except on forest roads, designated trails,
designated routes, and in designated areas.

(k) Park any wheeled motorized vehicle more than 50 feet from the traveled portion of a forest
road or trail open to such vehicle use or a parking lot without proper written permission.

(2) Department employees in Ene of duty, emergency vehicles, public utiity vehicles in

performance of work functions, or persons performing specific acts authorized by proper written

permission are exempt from the provisions of subdivisions 1() and 1(k).

(3) Events including, but not §imited to, races, endurance contests, or trail rides shall be conducted

pursuant to a permit issued by the department. The permit may include a charge to the sponsor or

permittee for the use of the land or may require a performance bond to insure permit compliance or
may require public fiabllity insurance.

IN DESIGNATED CAMPGROUNDS

R 299.332. Natural Resources Department Campgrounds, untawful acts.

Rule 2. In addition, in designated Department of Natwal Resources administered campgrounds

other than those In state parks or recreation areas it shall be unfawful

(a) To place any camping faciities, such as a trailer, camper, tent or similar equipment without
attaching @ campground registration tag on the designated campsite marker past, or if marker
post is not available, on the facilifies in a prominent and accessible place or to fail to place the
appropriate part of the tag, properly filed out, in a register box. The tag shal be furnished by
the Department of Natural Resources and avaiable at the campround,

(b) Ta camp in other than a designated site.

{e} To camp in any one campground for more than a total of 15 days from May 1 to Labor Day or

more than 20 days from Labor Day to May 1 without proper written permission,

To leave a campsite unaceupied during the first 24 hours after establishing the camp; residing

in the camp the first night after registering constitutes occupying the campsite; or, after this

nitial period, to leave the campsite unoccupied. by the registrant, or other person chiefly
responsible, for more than 24 hours from May 1 to Labor Day.

To stare or keave a boat or other property for more than 48 hours without proper written

permission, This provision shall not apply to cumrently registered campers using campground

faciiities.

() To build & fire except in a designated place or in a stove or grilt as approved by an authorized
representative of the Department of Natural Resources.

(9) To use a loudspeaker, public address system, or sound amplifying equipment of any kind

without proper witten permission, permission will not be granted if such system is capable of

interfering with the use and enjoyment of the campground by other persons; or to operate a

motor, motorboat, motor vehicle, radio, television or any device in a manner that produces

excessive nalse,

To engage in any violent, abusive, loud, boisterous, vulgar, lewd, wanton, obscene or

otherwise disorderly conduct; to disturb or annoy other persons; or to lounge, sit or fie upon

walks, roads or paths ebstructing the free passage of other persons.

) To deposit refuse or waste material which has originated outside a campground in receptacles
provided for campground users; to set fire to the contents of a refuse basket or trash
container; or to place or burn garbage in a fire ring or Stove,

() Yo operate an off-the-road motor driven vehicle, such as a mini-bike, motercycle, dunemabile,
snowmobile, amphibicus vehicle or any motorized device, except for entrance to and
departure from a campground.

For an unvegistered camper or campground visitor to enter of remain in a campgmund day
use area, beach or parking lot between 10:00 p.m. and 8:00 a.m.

ABSOLUTELY N O FIREARMS ALLOWED

PROCEDURE

Permit Issuance

Applicants interested in hunting at the Metro facility should appear at the
Administration Building located at 8301 White Road between the hours of 8 a.m.
and 5 p.m., Monday through Friday. A valid annual permit is required prior to
hunting at this site. There will be no hunting at the Whitehall site as it is
closed.

Permits will be issued on a first-come, first-served basis and will be limited
to 300 total.

Permit Fees: Early and Late Season $25.00

Early Season is from October 1 thru November 14.
Late Season is from December 1 thru January 1.
NO REFUNDS!

Hours for hunting shall be one-half hour before sunrise until one-half hour
after sunset, daily. Hours of admittance shall include a reasonable amount of
time before and after hunting hours to accommodate setup and take down
activities. All cases of judgment shall be determined by law enforcement
officials or county staff.

Access will be from the Swanson Road and Apple Avenue entrance or from the
Maple Island Road entrance north of White Road. Hunters are restricted to
travel on existing main and pivot roads only (see attached map). They may not
drive across or around fields.

Parking is the hunter's liability and must be off, but within close proximity
of, all roads, not disrupt Wastewater System operations, and not be in the way
of irrigation rig towers and drop pipes (to avoid vehicle damage) .

Scouting is allowed in advance of the season for hunters that have been issued
permitsg, but “shining” is prohibited.

GENERAL RULES

1. Hunting Area
The permitted hunting area is depicted on the attached map. Hunting is
not permitted in the restricted areas.

Hunting shall be allowed in these areas by PERMIT only. No hunting is
permitted on Wastewater property outside the fenced areas (such as north
of the fence next to Mosquito Creek).

2. Hunting is for the early and late archery seasons only. No hunting or
scouting will be permitted during the rifle season (November 15-30).

3. All hunters shall possess and exhibit a valid and applicable Michigan
hunting license, a valid Wastewater permit, and display the Wastewater
tag in the window of their vehicle. Each hunter must possess their own
Wastewater hunting permit.



4. Hunters’ equipment and tag shall be subject to inspection at all times
by the County staff.

5. No permanent blinds or permanent tree stands will be allowed; however,
temporary portable blinds or portable stands will be permitted. All
temporary blinds and stands must be removed every day.

6. No target practice will be permitted within the hunting areas.

7. No arrows shall be discharged within 50 feet of the fenced boundaries of
the site.

8. No arrows shall be discharged within 500 feet from any building or

mechanical structure, including, but not limited to, exposed pipes,
spray irrigation rigs, pumps, etc.

9. No hunting is permitted in areas where harvest or construction
activities are in progress.

10. All hunting shall be subject to all applicable laws of the State of
Michigan, which shall be strictly enforced.

11. Any person who damages any County property shall be liable for such
damage.

12. Violation of these rules by any hunter shall result in the immediate

revocation of the permit, and the hunter shall be subject to expulsion
from the area as a trespasser as well as prosecution for violating the
same or other applicable laws. Revocation of one’s permit may result in
ineligibility for hunting access in subsequent years.

13. No littering shall be permitted. No bottles or cans will be allowed in
the area. No alcoholic beverages are permitted on site at any time.

14. No driving of deer is permitted by any means or method. This includes
individuals or groups on foot or in vehicles.

15. No firearms on person or in the vehicle shall be permitted at any time.
16. Only archery deer hunting shall be permitted.
17. No Off-Road Vehicles are permitted on site.

CONDITIONS

Each hunter shall be liable for any injury or death to persons or damage to
property. The County shall not be liable for the recklessness or carelessness
of other hunters. Every person shall use reasonable care for his or her own
safety.

The County does not represent or guarantee that any game taken from the
Wastewater Site is fit for human consumption. Each hunter should carefully
examine the game for evidence of illness or disease in the same manner as game
from other areas would be examined if used for human consumption.

The permit is granted for archery deer hunting purposes only. No other game
hunting is permitted by these rules.

The County reserves the right to alter or amend these rules and regulations at
any time if circumstances so require. No refunds of permit or other fees will
be given.

The County will have a Sheriff's Deputy assigned to monitor the bow hunt again
this year. Please report any observance of violations to the Deputy or County

Meinert Park has many of the same problems as Pioneer Park. When there
have been capital expenditures, the improvements comply with the ADAAG.
Attached is a checklist.

a. The restroom are inaccessible.

b. The stairs have open risers and have the same issues as those at Pioneer
Park.

c. There is no accessible route to the picnic tables, grills, and inaccessible
playground equipment.

d. The major problem is the lack of an accessible route from the upper level
picnic shelter to the restroom. Other than the stairs, the only route is in+
the road, which exceeds a 12% grade.

e. The drinking fountain is inaccessible.
f.  The counter at the concession stand is 45" high rather than 34" high.

The newly acquired campground has many problems. It does not have any
accessible features, from an accessible route, campsites, telephone, office, or
restroom. Since | am not able to navigate steps, | was not able to inspect the
restrooms or office. The Park staff has an excellent understanding of the work to
be done to make the park accessible.

The Disability Awareness Council is a Center for Independent Living serving
Muskegon County. On Friday, September 29, 2000 | surveyed the park for
compliance with the accessibility guidelines promulgated under the Americans
with Disability Act.

Attached is a checklist for the office area, campground, dune area, and
restroom in the west end of the campground.

Several accessibility issues are unusual given the nature of the facility and are
addressed below. New ADAAG relative to recreational areas are not yet
effective. You and your staff have an excellent knowledge of them and DAC
urges you to consider them in designing upgrades to the facility.

1. The amenities constructed since the ADA went into effect are generally
compliant with the ADAAG. For example, the newer restrooms and
shower facility in the east end of the campground complies with the
ADAAG, except for the faucets on the slop sink.. The older restroom in
the west generally complies with the ADAAG, using the alternative stall
size for the restroom. Relocation of the signs and installing tactile and
Braille sings in accordance with the ADAAG would bring the restroom into
compliance with the ADAAG

2. None of the campsites are accessible; they do not have an accessible
route to access the amenities, such as the electrical service connection.

3. The campsites and picnic grounds are not are not connected to the
parking, restrooms, or other amenities by an accessible route. An
accessible route must be 36" wide and consist of a "stable, firm, and slip
resistant surface. A dirt/gravel road does not qualify.

4. There are accessible drinking fountains(s), but they are free standing in
the middle of a grass area: there should be an accessible route to the
drinking fountain.



5. The sanitary station is not useable by people with disabilities. There is a
curb preventing access to the hoses and pipes to allow the use of the
services.

6. There is no accessible dumpster or accessible route to the dumpsters.

7. The stairs to the beach pose a special hazard since there are open risers.
A person with a mobility impairment affecting their gait my throw their foot
up to the next step, relying on a closed riser to stop their foot. If their foot
keeps going, they may topple backward. | call your attention to section 4.9
of the ADAAG regarding the requirements for the steps. | was unable to
measure the steps due to my disability.

8. Several of the routes to the stairs do not have a 5" turning radius so a
person in a wheelchair can turn around safely.

The office area and restroom in the picnic area need major renovations to make
them accessible and useable by people with disabilities. Accessible routes
through the park is also a major accessibility problem that needs to be resolved.

The park staff has an excellent understanding on the issues that need to be
resolved to make the park accessible. Minor modifications that can be done
during routine maintenance, without capital expense, have been implemented.

The picnic area restroom and office will need major redesign and rethinking to
make them complaint with the ADAAG . DAC would like to work with you on
creative ways to implement cost effective design to make them accessible. For
instance, by extending a roof over the window in the office, and installing an
exterior service window for check in, could the office be made useable by people
with disabilities at minimal cost?

The Disability Awareness Council is a Center for Independent Living serving
Muskegon County. On Friday, September 29,2000 | surveyed the park for
compliance with the accessibility guidelines promulgated under the Americans
with Disability Act.

The park is an excellent example of a park that complies with the ADAAG
guidelines. The few suggested changes are:

1. None of the grills is on an accessible route. Individuals using walkers,
wheelchairs of other aids to ambulation would have difficulty accessing the

grills.

2. The mirrors over the accessible sinks in the restroom have shelves that
interferes with operating the faucets. The shelves should be removed or
the mirror units replaced with units that do not have a shelves.

3. The park benches are not currently required to have an arm to assist
those with difficulty changing from a sitting to standing position, however
the addition would assist those who do need the addition support in
standing.

4. The play structure was accessible. As a risk management issue, | would
suggest that the edges where the platform ends in a step or slide in
marked with a contrasting color. In late afternoon, it was difficult to see
where the platform ended; it would be particularly hazardous for a child
with low vision or who uses a wheelchair. [ frequently used a building
where the colors of the steps and landing were dark and the light source
did not cast a distinct shadow: it caused several serious falls.

The Twin Lake Park was a delightful; park to visit since it was designed with
accessibility in mind. Maintenance of the park can affect accessibility. A
common access problem is trash bins in the maneuvering clearances required
near entrances. Muskegon County and outside planner did a nice job in
developing the accessible features.

The Disability Awareness Council is a Center for Independent Living
serving Muskegon County. The Disability Awareness Council supports
upgrading Blue Lake Park to comply with the Americans with Disabilities
Act.

On Friday, September 29, 2000, I surveyed the park for compliance with the
accessibility guidelines promulgated under the Americans with Disabilities
Act: there were no accessible amenities in the park. This is predominately
due to the age of the facilities. The Civilian Conservation Corp constructed
many of the park's amentties.

Under separate cover I am sending you a Checklist for Existing Facilities,
version 2.1 and a copy the Americans with Disabilities Act Accessibility
Guidelines (ADAAG) currently in effect.

I will highlight some of the problems. I am not detailing each minor
violation since there was nothing in the park that complied with the
ADAAG: the only option is a significant expenditure of capital to revamp
the whole park, as was done at the Twin Lakes County Park. While meeting
with you and your staff, it became obvious that the County Parks staff has an
excellent understanding of meaningful access and how to comply with the
Americans with Disabilities Act; there is no evidence of any significant
capital expenditures in Blue Lake Park since the American's with
Disabilities Act was adopted.

The problems are highlighted below. As I drove into the park, I would have
just turned around and gone home had I been using my wheelchair, rather
than my scooter since it was so inaccessible.

No accessible parking spaces designated or marked as required by the
ADAAG.

No accessible route of travel to the pay telephone, office, campsites,
restroom, picnic shelter, grills, water spigot, dumpster, fish cleaning
station, or sanifary station. Access 1s over unstable, irregular ground.
The only reason I was able to traverse the park was because I used an
electric scooter designed to travel over conditions that are more
rugged and up greater slopes than wheelchairs. The slope to the
restrooms appeared to exceed 12%, although there was no designated
path.

. The entrance to the office was inaccessible, requires a step from

sloping ground up over an approximately 3-4" step, depending upon
the irregularity of the soil next to the step. Due to the step, I could not
fully inspect the office for accessibility. The door appeared to be 32"
wide, but there was not ADAAG compliant hardware to operate the
door and it did not appear that there was sufficient maneuvering space
to allow a wheelchair to turn around in the office or on the stoop. The
threshold appeared to be in excess of %" allowed if there is a beveled
edge. Building an accessible route up to the door will not resolve the
problem since the there must be a 5-foot circle for maneuvering space
to allow a person to turnaround and leave the entrance.

There was no accessible entrance to the picnic shelter: ingress and
aggress requires stepping over a curb surrounding the entire picnic
area.

. The fish cleaning station is not on an accessible route and requires

stepping up on to a concrete pad, with insufficient space to
accommodate a person using a wheelchair or walker, even if there
were a ramp up to the fish cleaning station. There was not a railing to
assist a person trying to step onto the fish cleaning station, as required
for any steps.

. None of the grills were on an accessible route.

. The sign for notices, including the posting of park rules, was not on an

accessible route. I was advised that the park rules were not available
in alternative formats such as Braille, large print, or audio media.

8. There was no evidence of a TTY.

9. ADA complaint signs need to be installed in accordance with
ADAAG 4.30.

10. The dumpsters were not on an accessible route and were not
accessible.

11.The sanitary station was not at an accessible route, although there was
affirm, stable concrete base adjacent to the services. It did not appear
that the controls were operable with a closed fist.

12. The restrooms were not accessible. There should be at least one
fully accessible restroom. The largest toilet stall was approximately
35" wide. The only electrical outlet was above most people's heads,
and in accessible from a wheel chair or if a person was of short
stature. The accessible shower stall has the requisite fixtures, such as
a handheld showerhead and a bench, but a large piece of lumber
affixed to the floor prevents anyone in a wheelchair from accessing
the shower stall. The mirror in front of the lavatory was in excess of
45"above floor level. The faucet cannot be operated with one closed
fist.

13. The freestanding water spigot is not on an accessible route and
cannot be operated with one closed fist.

14. The ice machine is not on an accessible route and cannot be opened
with one closed.

15.The slop sink is not accessible.

16.None of the campsites have an accessible route to the utility hook-ups
or fire rings.

17.The public telephone was the one bright spot; it was ADA compliant,
but it was not on an accessible route.

I will be sending reports of the other parks shortly. This was the most
naccessible park of the three I inspected Friday.
